
Polk City Summer Recreation 2016 

Join us this summer for fun in the sun at Polk City Summer Recreation. With winter coming to a close, we are getting excited for 
another fun filled summer with your child. Along with the seasoned activities, such as swimming, bowling, and hiking, we will again be 
looking to add additional new activities that will be both socially interactive and team oriented.  

Summer Rec. is for children who have completed Kindergarten- through 6th grade. (At the end 2015-2016 school year.)   

All the kids will have an opportunity to work together in many different team oriented activities. One of the favorites from last year will 
be back again this year, Capture the Flag. We have added Canoeing and Geocaching for the older participants and Marsh 
Stomping for the younger Participants. All participants will have an opportunity challenge their friends in some other fun activities.  Each 
activity will focus on teamwork.   

Summer Recreation will run from June 21- July 28, 2016. We will be meeting at West Elementary on Tuesday, Wednesday and 
Thursday with every Wednesday being a swim day. Drop off time for Tuesday and Thursday will be 12:45pm (the busses will leave 
promptly at 1pm). Drop off time for Wednesday will be 12:15pm (the busses will leave promptly at 12:30pm). Pick up all three days will 
be approximately 4:00pm. 

The cost for Summer Rec. is $125 for residents and $180 for non‐residents (postmarked on or before May 1, 2016). 

Registrations postmarked on or after May 2, 2016 but before May 20, 2016 will be $150 for residents and $205 for 

non‐residents. No registrations will be accepted after May 20, 2016.  

 ALL FEES ARE NON-REFUNDABLE  

Your child may purchase a Summer Rec. T-shirt for $10.  These will only be guaranteed to those whose registrations are postmarked 
on or before May 20, 2016. 

We will be offering Art Camp again this year.  The Art Camp will run from June 24- July 29, 2016.  Art Camp will meet every Monday 
and Friday.  There will be two times offered.  One class will meet from 1:00pm-2:30pm and the second will meet from 2:30pm-4:00pm.  
Each time slot will be available for the first 25 students who sign up. The Art Camp will meet at the Community Center unless otherwise 
specified.  

The cost for Art Camp is $45 per child and is separate from the Summer Rec. fee.  

Swim lessons are also back this year and will take place at the Summit Middle School in Johnston.  It is an indoor pool so Mother 
Nature should not be an issue. Swim lessons will be Monday through Thursday, June 6- June 16, 2016. Children must be at least 4 
years of age as of June 1, 2016. There will be sign ups on April 16 2016, from 9am-12pm, at Polk City Library. (No early signups 
will be allowed.) Polk City Summer Rec. offers transportation for a nominal fee from one of Four locations 1. Town square, 2. Tender 
Years, 3. Beautiful Beginnings Daycare, 4. Halley’s Academy. There will be three different time slots available for swim lessons.  These 
can be found on the registration form. 

The cost for swim lessons is $60 per child.  Transportation will be an additional $15 per child. 

Your child will not be registered until all forms are completed and the registration fees have been paid. You may drop your 
registration off inside City Hall, in the drop box outside, or mail it to: Polk City Summer Recreation, City of Polk City, P.O. Box 
426, Polk City, IA 50226. Please make checks payable to the City of Polk City.  Registration will also be accepted at Open 
Swim Lesson Sign ups.
